1. General

1.1 Present appendix sets the framework of actions to be
taken by Organizers in order to protect persons from Covid-
19 virus during competition period.

This appendix will be periodically updated so to follow the
regulations and instructions issued by:

- European Health Organization

- Greek National Health Organization
- FIA

- Greek ASN

It is strongly recommended that persons involved in any
manner to the competition to follow instructions and
informed for new directives.

1.2 Organizers must provide antiseptic products and masks
and to be available in any appropriate area of the race.

1.3 Organizers must distribute information leaflets for
prevention of Covid-19 spread to all persons involved in race.
If race has participants from more than one (1) country,
these leaflets must be at least in two (2) languages with one
of them to be the English one and the second one the native
language of the country hosting the event.

1.4 If race briefing is to be conducted then Organizers must
mention in detail all processes that are implemented during
the event for prevention of Covid-19 spread.

1.5 Present Appendix is in force as long as the state
authorities oblige regulations for Covid-19 spread.

1.6 Greek text of present Appendix is the one that binds
Organizers for its correct implementation.

2. Personal Data

Any personal data given by any person to Organizers is
treated under GDPR regulation.

3. Race Registration

3.2 “Health Questionnaire” is also necessary to be completed
by all persons that included in a “team”. Thus, mechanics,
assistant personnel, guests, etc. are obliged to send by email
this form at least three (3) days before the start of the race.

3.3 In case a competitor, team or other involved person fails
to submit “Health Questionnaire” on time and fully
completed, then Organizers are entitled to deny any refund
regarding Entry Fee or accommodation expense or any other
expense related to the race.

3.4 “Health Questionnaire” is available by Organizers at least
thirty (30) days prior of race start and it is considered as
integral part of the Race Entry Form.

4. Covid-19 Symptoms and Test

4.1 In case a person involved in race has symptoms that may
address to Covid-19 infection then the following process
must be followed:

- He/she calls immediately the CRO or Chief Race Doctor.

- The person keeps self distance from any other person and
wears immediately mask.

- If this person is in Service Park or other open area then
he/she stays there keeping distance from other persons. If
he/she is in a hotel or other facility then he/she must keep
self in isolation until receives further instructions from CRO
or Chief Race Doctor.

- He/she is NOT allowed to go by self to hospital.

- CRO or Chief Race Doctor contacts the National Health
Organization and arranges the process that the suspect
person will arrive to hospital.

In case a person wishes to
have a Covid-19 test then he has to contact the Chief Race
Doctor in order to be informed the process. Test for Covid-19
is not obligatory unless other instruction is published by
government.

5. Service Park - Bivouac
The following directives will be implemented in order to
avoid potential spread of Covid-19 virus.

5.1 General

Entrance and exit to Service Park is permitted only to persons
authorized by Organizers and supplied with relevant “Service
Park pass card”.

Spectators and visitors are not allowed to enter Service Park.

Strongly advised that Service Park area to have fence in all its
parts in order to avoid unauthorized entrance.

Service Park must have at the most one (1) entrance and one
(1) exit. Strongly recommended that entrance and exit points
are at least ten (10) meters away from each other.

Service Park entrance and exit must be monitored by Race
Security personnel so to prohibit unauthorized persons to
enter.

5.2 Teams

Organizers will grand space to Teams in a ratio of at least
10sqg.m. per authorized team person. Organizer must make
his best effort so the allocation in Service Park to be in such
way that teams from a country or city to be concentrated all
in the same area and avoid mixture of teams from different
countries or cities.

Teams are responsible for team’s member hygiene
precautions and obliged to have available for use:

5.2.1 Masks to all persons of the Team. Organizers are not
forcing the usage of masks in open areas like Service Park but
it is strongly recommended.

5.2.2 Antiseptic products available to all team persons and in
number that is substantial for all days and hours of the race.
Frequent use is strongly recommended.

5.2.3 Teams are obliged to have special trash cans only for
dropping used masks. These cans must be in a sufficient
number compared to the number of team members.

6. Rally H.Q.

Organizers are obliged to set distance at least 1.5 meters
between every working position. All persons entering or
working in H.Q. must wear masks. Organizers will provide
masks in the H.Q. entrance along with antiseptic products. In
H.Q. exit will be positioned a special trash can.

6.1 After completion of Administrative checks no person is
permitted to enter H.Q. unless is one of the Organization that
works there.

6.2 Competitors, Team members, journalists or any other
person that has any kind of inquiry or question must contact
first the CRO. If CRO evaluates that this person has to enter in
H.Q. then he will ask for entrance approval to the Race
Manager or Clerk of the Course. To avoid persons to enter
H.Q. for inquiries and questions, Organizer will operate an
online platform (like zoom.us or WhatsApp, etc) where
competitors, team managers and journalists can apply their
requests.

6.3 Organizers must provide frequent cleaning of H.Q. area
and especially in toilets which where possible to be separate
for male and female.

6.4 No air-conditioning or recycling air system is allowed to
be in operation inside H.Q.

7. Administrative Checks

In order to avoid and limit competitors gathering and to keep
social distances, Rally Administrative checks will have to be
conducted by the following processes.

7.1 All documents required for the completion of
Administrative checks must be send to Organizer only by
email (not through WhatsApp, Viber, Messenger, etc).

7.3 Actual Administrative processes will be accomplished
within a certain time for each competitor. Organizers will
announce in race Supplementary Regulation or in a Bulletin
and in race Official Board an hour list which will indicate the
exact time for each competitor that is entitled to enter H.Q.
for completion of Administrative Checks.

7.4 For each competition vehicle only one (1) person can
enter to H.Q. for Administrative checks. Entrance-exit
hygiene process must be followed by all entrants. Wash
hands, maskeg.

8. Scrutineering

In order to avoid and limit competitors gathering and to keep
social distances Scrutineering will have to be conducted by
the following processes.

8.1 Organizer must determine a specific area where
competition vehicles must be presented for scrutineering.
This area must have access only by a limited number of
authorized persons. Scrutineering area is recommended to
have only one (1) entrance and only one (1) exit. Entrance
and exit have to be monitored by assigned Organizer’s
personnel and avoid non-authorized persons to enter.

8.2 For each competition vehicle only one (1) member of the
team can enter to Scrutineering area along with all necessary
documents. This team person, as soon as he and the
competition vehicle enters the Scrutineering area must
conduct the following steps:

- Strongly recommended to wear mask.

- Put all personal safety gear (helmets, Hans, suits,
underwear, etc) of both crew members on the table assigned
for this reason. Team member must leave all safety gear on
the table in such way that homologation stamps are visible.

- Step aside in 2 meters distance from the car and wait for
scrutineers instructions. Keep distance from scrutineers.

- Collect all personal safety gear (helmets, Hans, suits,
underwear, etc) of both crew members from the table
assigned for this reason.

- Take the vehicle out of Scutineering area immediately after
Scrutineering is completed.

8.3 Scrutineers strongly recommended to wear mask. Also,

- Scrutineers must instruct the Team person to follow step by
step the above mentioned process.

- Avoid touching any crew’s personal safety gear.

- First perform switch on and off engine test by asking Team
member to do so.

- Approach vehicle only when all doors and hood are open
and Team member is in 2 meters distance from vehicle.

- Avoid touching vehicle as much as possible.

- Avoid asking Team person to approach vehicle for
clarifications on questions they may have.

8.4 In case that GPS device and “Car-to-Car alarm” systems
are provided by Organizer then the installation process will
be completed after scrutineering. Installation of these
devices has to be done by a team member under the
supervision of Organizer.

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9. Briefing

Organizer is advised to avoid the process of physical Briefing.
It is suggested either to conduct it by video conference or to
distribute notes in paper.

If it is decided to conduct physical Briefing then the following
precautions must be taken.

9.1 Make briefing in open area if weather allows doing so. In
this case competitors must stand in a distance not less than 1
meter from each other. Briefing time must be limited as
much as possible.

9.2 If briefing is to be made in a room or conference hall then
competitors must seat in a distance of at least 1,5 meters
between them. Organizers also must stand in a safe distance.
Wearing masks is obligatory for all, Organizers and
competitors, except the one that makes the briefing. Briefing
time must be limited as much as possible.

9.3 Organizers must avoid any distribution of material during
briefing.

9.4 No air-conditioning or recycling air system is allowed to
be in operation inside briefing room.

10. Welcome Gala

Organizer is advised to avoid offering a Welcome Gala. If it is
decided to do so then the following precautions must be
taken.

10.1 Organize Welcome Gala in open area if weather allows
it and preferably in an hour before sunset.

10.2 In case Welcome Gala is offered in-house, Organizer
must verify that a cleaning decontamination process was
effectively concluded.

Prologue Stage can be determined in race program only if it
is expected to have few or no spectators. For this goal it is
advised that Prologue Stage to be run in areas and hour with
limited access for spectators.

13. Special Stages

Organizer has to comply with the following instructions so to
minimize attendance of spectators, protect competitors and
marshals as also emergency units staff.

13.1 Organizer must avoid advertising the Special Stage route
as also the start and finish points and relevant times.

13.2 Special Stage route has to be isolated as much as
possible. Thus, with minimum and controlled access for
spectators. Main access roads to the Special Stage must be
blocked with marshals.

- In order to avoid contact or potential infection transfer
among competitors and marshals, when a competition
vehicle enters Time Control area and stops next to marshal’s
table, co-driver is not allowed to exit from the vehicle. He
must open his window (as less as possible) and say to
marshals the exact time of his arrival. Marshals will stand in a
distance not less than two (2) meters from vehicle and
confirm (or not) co-driver’s time and they will ask him to
write by himself in the Time Card the actual time. Co-driver
must write that time and put his sign next to it. After, he has
to show the Time Card to marshals. Marshals will take a
photo with a smartphone and after that will instruct
competitors to drive to the Special Stage Start.
